	[bookmark: _GoBack]GOAL: Under Objective 3,”Increase GEAR UP students’ and their families’ knowledge of postsecondary education options, preparation and financing”, the goal is for students to explore and learn about various career opportunities and the post high school education needed to succeed in those career fields.

ACTIVITY OVERVIEW:  Students can learn about a variety of careers from business professionals in just a few minutes, based on the concept of speed dating.

PREP TIME: Can take many hours to make contacts in the community (needs to be done weeks in advance), organize the contact information, contact catering etc., 

MATERIALS NEEDED:  Food (if serving dinner), name tags, signs arrows, table tents, excel spreadsheet, water for presenters, Match forms

COST: Approximately $1200 (Cost can vary depending on number of people and food served)

PROCEDURE: 
1. Reserve a date, place and time to hold event (our dinner was held in the cafeteria and then the “Speed Dating” was held in the library. (Set-up needs to be done on day of event).
2. Create letter to send out to business professionals.
3. Find local contacts (I went through Facebook and contacted any friends or acquaintances via FB, email and phone calls.  I asked professionals during appointments or those that I go to (ex: physical therapy, dentist etc.), and asked friends to make contacts of people they know.
4. Create spreadsheet with contact information.
5. Order food in advance.
6. Continual emails/reminders.
7. Create table tents and name tags, if needed.
8. Day of: Set up tables, put on arrows and table tents, have sign in sheet and Match forms ready along with name tags.
9. Facilitate the night (welcome, introductions, timing).
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
