	[bookmark: _GoBack]GOAL: The goal of this activity was for the students to make a road map to their future. The purpose of this activity was to excite the students to see what their road map needs to look like to reach their goals. For the parents we had a meeting to explain what the SBAC testing was made up of and how they could help their children. We also answered any questions they had about the testing.

ACTIVITY OVERVIEW: We invited all students in grades 7 to 12, along with their parents and siblings. The students were to use poster board and make a road map to their future. They picked a goal and started from today and researched what they needed to do to make that goal a reality. The parents were in another room being educated on SBAC testing. The students learned about what choices they need to make their goals come true. Some students learned the importance of their grades and testing scores to not only get into college but into several branches of the Army and Air force. The students made road maps to their futures on poster boards. The research income levels and added those to their posters, too.

PREP TIME: 2 hours

MATERIALS NEEDED: Poster board, pens, computer access, pencils and patience. 

COST: $20 for supplies and $240 for food. 

PROCEDURE: 
· Dinner= 45 min.
· Introduction to mapping out your future to parents and students. 
· Split up parents and students.
· Students were introduced to the difference in education levels and income levels.
· Have a 15 min discussion on their goals and try to keep them about 10 to 15 years into the future.
· Have them write that one point on their poster.
· Have them put today on the opposite side of the paper. Now have them draw a road from today and their goal. 
· Than have them research what they need to do to reach that goal.
· Give them about 20 min to do research than have them begin to build their road maps to their future. Encourage them to make them colorful and to include drawings and as much information as possible. 
· I had them include what they need to do each year in middle school and high school and if needed College. 
· When they complete take a picture of  all the students that participated and share the posters with the rest of the school and the parents.
What worked well about it? Did it go as planned? What made it succeed?
· Having served Panda express worked really well to feed everyone that showed up. 
· It worked out great to have a separate room for the parents to ask questions and to be educated on what the SBAC testing is. 
· It worked well to have all the students in one room making posters and sharing with each other their future dreams. Several of the students even had their siblings there to make posters and think about their futures. 
· It went pretty much as planned except a couple of kids that wanted to goof off but with two teachers in the room, it was taken care of very quickly. 
· I believe that it succeeded because the students were proud of their posters and they were engaged about making their road maps to their future and several students still continue to talk about it in other classes. 	
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
