Use your
brain to flesh out a plan to avoid the Zombies, including where you would hide and the top 5
things you would bring with you to stay alive."

Applicants need to know what is being asked and need to comply with these requirements.

Common mistakes are preventable. Avoid these common pitfalls by using these tips.

If possible,
use an electronic calendar that allows you to set reminders.
Pay attention to deadlines that require mailing an item. Be
sure to track any sent mail.

Not following instructions.

Read the entire application and instructions before you begin
working.

Identify the goal and direct your application towards meeting
it.

Know the audience.

Complete the application in full and follow the directions.
